The colors of the bird symbolize a world of nations coming together to celebrate a common goal - that of 

togetherness.  The bird i s in flight.  It signifies the timelessness of the whakatauki - it will always live on. The logo was 

designed and created by Dion L Hutana of NgƑti Kahungunu and NgƑti Maniapoto descent.
